PSHE, RSE and RE 
Using our ‘SCARF’ resource, we will explore the theme of Me 
and My Relationships.  This will include looking at rules, 
friendships and working as a team. 
In R.E will be exploring the concept of message and describing  
how messages can contain messages.  
 

GEOGRAPHY, HISTORY and SPANISH 
In Geography we will be learning about 
Volcanos and earthquakes. Key questions will 
include: How are volcanoes formed?  How do 
volcanoes have an impact on people’s lives? 
What are some of the most famous volcanoes 
called and where are they? How are 
earthquakes created?  How do earthquakes 
impact on people’s lives?  

In Spanish, we will be learning our numbers 
one to ten. Saying simple greetings and 
instructions. Being able to answer the 
question: ‘What do I have in my pencil case?’
