MATHS  This term in maths we will be looking at place 
value and Addition and Subtraction. In Place Value the 
children will be looking at numbers up to 10,000, 
partitioning, rounding, comparing and looking at more 
and less as well as Roman numerals. During our 
Addition and Subtraction unit the children will be 
adding and subtracting up to 4 digit numbers with and 
without exchanging.  

 

 

 

PSHE, RSE and RE This term in RE we will be looking at Temptation 

In PHSE we will be looking at Me and My relationships.  

 

 

Geography – During this topic the children will be 
completing map work of the UK and world 
identifying major rivers and discussing why some 
continents do not have rivers.   
Children will understand and be able to explain 
how the water cycle works and will be able to 
explain the key parts of a river and explain the 
physical and human features found along a river. 
They will investigate how land use changes along 
the river.

HOME LEARNING Please continue to support your child 
in their home learning which will be uploaded onto their 
Seesaw activities on a Friday and is due in on a 
Wednesday.

Art and Music  - In Art we will be looking at the 
artist Georgia O’Keefe. Children will work on 
observational drawing, tints, shades, and tones 
of colour before creating printing and 
sculptures. In Music we will be looking at the 
song Mama Mia where children will be singing 
and playing part of the music using percussion 
instruments and glockenspiels before 
composing their own music.  

 

COMPUTING – Children will be looking at the Internet and will understand that the 
Internet is a network of networks which need to be kept secure.  They will explore 
the World Wide Web learning about who owns content and what they can access, 
add and create. They will evaluate online content to decide how honest, accurate, 
or reliable it is, and understand the consequences of false information.
